	Port General Charges: 
After much debate with LPJ on justification of this charge, they have advised JPB to defer imposing the PGC unless JPB is able to improve on their service level and equipment.
Breakbulk Issues:
The Breakbulk sub-committee intends to have separate meetings with BBT and the Marine Dept. It was mentioned by En. Ismail that the issue on the 3rd dockage charges is still unclear since BBT has yet to issue any circular. Although pre-ops meetings are held prior to vessel berthing, the charges appearing in the accounts later are at times ambiguous. 

Training Courses:
In view of the depleting number of participants for the KEK course, we may need to source for the Universities which offer Logistics Courses to sign up with us for the KEK program.

We are still awaiting for confirmation from Skrine (Law Firm) as to whether their lawyer, Puan Faizah is able to conduct the talk on the Competition Act 2010 in JB before end February.
 PTP Vessel Closing Time:
Ms. Stephanie has had the discussion with Mr. Ronald of PTP who claims that the fault lies with the vessel operators’ varied closing time. He will try to get Maersk, Evergreen and CMA to have a joint discussion with us on this issue. He also advised against gating in too early on free time as the closing time constantly changes and the difference can be from half a day to a full day.
CFS:
JPB has confirmed that effective 1/1/2012 to 31/12/2012, Sundays and gazette Public Holidays will be excluded from store rent calculation for containers and cargoes that use JPB’s CFS. Whilst this comes as positive news, there are still some ‘grey’ areas relating to un-stuffing in CFS and when problems arises, they often say to refer to the tally clerk. 

To this, Mr. Michael requested for the issues to be collated for him to bring forth to En. Sharull to address and seek solutions
