	Breakbulk Issues:
The Breakbulk sub-committee is pending its separate meetings with BBT and the Marine Dept regarding the ‘unclear’ 3rd dockage charge.
Training Courses:
Skrine (Law Firm) has yet to revert back to our request for the talk on Competition Act 2010 in JB. We have requested for one before end of March.
Meanwhile, Mr. Michael will check with the speaker, Puan Faizah personally when he attends the talk in KL organized by SAM.
 PTP Vessel Closing Time:
PTP has yet to arrange for the discussion with the vessel operators.
President’s Report:
There has been some reshuffling in the management team at JPB and hence it is necessary to meet with them soon. Matters that need to be brought up with them during this meeting will include :
a. Breakbulk Issues
b. Container berth
c. CFS
On the issue of the increase in DGC and its limitations in relation to the Competition Act 2010, the talk in KL should offer some clarification. Unfortunately, the Port Users’ Dialogue with LPJ (the best forum to bring up the issue on DGC) has been postponed to April.
Secretary’s Report:
K3 declaration is now ‘paperless’ base on verbal advised by Kastam. Kastam accepts if agent submit K3 under paperless and also ept if agent submits together with envelope. Both ways are acceptable by Kastam.  

Some carriers are going to charge admin fee of RM10 for cheque processing fee to encourage e-payment. The procedure of making this payment is cumbersome. JPSFA will raise the issue to the carriers concern to highlight on the consequences of such 

implementation of the procedure.
