	Breakbulk Issues:
Mr. Michael welcomed Mr. Jagan on board and acknowledged that the Breakbulk sub-committee has been quite inactive and hopefully this will improve going forward.  As there are issues with the other departments apart from Breakbulk, we will request for a meeting with JPB CEO and his team to iron out all issues at Johor Port.
Training Courses:
We have written to MYCC to request for the Public Consultation Forum on the Competition Act 2010 to be conducted for our members in Johor Bahru. However, they have counter proposed to have it in KL, which is deemed unworkable for JPSFA. Hence we shall continue to convince them to agree.

As for the KEK course, it will likely be in October 2012.

PTP Vessel Closing Time:
Mr. Michael apologized for not having met with PTP to discuss on the frequent change which is still happening although it was previously agreed that there should be no changes after 12 hours. PTP seems to be adopting the ‘shift the blame’ culture and dragging the problem for too long
Legal Counsel :
As informed to the members during the AGM, the Committee is still trying to source for a suitable legal advisor. Mr. Jagan and James are tasked to speak to several potentials.

Depot Gate Charge:

MITI’s meeting to discuss the DGC issue has been deferred to 19/4/2012. We have expressed our concerns to them in writing and it remains to be seen what the outcome will be after the meeting. It is believed that the depot operators may be asked to explain on the increase, and of course, there being no regulatory body to control at the moment, they are free to do so.

In addition, they must be made aware of the parameters so as not to infringe the Competition Act. In this case MYCC should advise on the limitations.

President’s Report:
Having attended UniKL MITEC as a panel speaker, it is mentioned that they are organizing courses in Diploma and Degree in logistics. This would be helpful for us to source for manpower in our industry in future.
Secretary’s Report:
It is noted that the SMK DagangNet & GCS JKDM meeting on 5/4/2012 has been postponed indefinitely. There will also be a Dialogue with JKDM Pasir Gudang on 26/4/2012; for this, the Association will try to get 20 of our members to attend.

Updates as follow:

Dinner: Venue booked for 80 tables @ RM610.50 nett per table. JPSFA will sell the dinner tickets at RM950.00 per table. GSG has agreed to sponsor RM1000 for our advertisement and a 5kg cake for the dinner night.
Will look into engaging a suitable event manager and plan the dinner program as soon as possible. The propose door gift shall tentatively be a ‘LED light’ not exceeding RM10.00. Meanwhile, to also contact printers to design and print dinner tickets and souvenir booklet. The photographer for the event has been confirmed as well.

Souvenir Program: Sponsorship letters have been sent out but DIGI has yet to confirm their sponsorship as main sponsor. Meanwhile, the President will approach the Ports and LPJ to take up the higher priced adverts. He will also approach Century Log, PIL, SL Yard and Mas Cargo. 

The Secretary will seek from sponsorship from DagangNet, Konsortium Log and AMH. Meanwhile, Francis is tasked to approach West & North Ports to participate and Celine shall liaise with PBB and a few hotels.
Members are encouraged to submit any interesting articles that they want to share for the souvenir booklet. The cut-off date for the magazine will be on first week of August.
Bowling : Currently, Daiman Bowl is charging on hourly rate and this is very costly. We will have to source for alternatives at Danga Bowl of Leisure Mall. The date for the event is 24/6/2012. This will be finalized at the next committee meetring.
Golf :  After careful consideration, the Committee has decided not to organize this as a charity event but to consider making a donation to a charitable cause on the dinner night. Hence, the golf committee will have to return to the drawing board to plan for lesser flights, it being an internal competition now.

It is also important for us to quickly get sponsors for the golf goody bags. Celine shall write to LPJ for golf balls and request for MC Lim to approach Southern Lion.

Futsal:  As the details could not be finalized, this will be postponed to early June. James will assist to get more information for the venue and cost.
