	Issues with JPB:
Following the meeting with the CEO of JPB and his heads of departments on 16/4/2012 on various issues, they have yet to response especially on the dredging schedule, 3rd dockage and Port Dues.
Training Courses:
MYCC’s liaison person Ms. Ayuda, has indicated that she would need to seek approval to have a session on the Competition Act in JB. Will continue to press them for a favorable reply.
KEP for May 2012 has been deferred to July, if not 1-2 September 2012 by AKMAL.

For fear of insufficient participants for KEK Executive Course this year (likely in October), we will have to write to members early to get a rough indication of the KEK course participation numbers. 
PTP Vessel Closing Time:
Having finalized the agenda for the meeting with PTP, the committee will proceed to request for a meeting with them next week.
Legal Counsel :
The committee agreed to appoint  Clarence Edwins Law Offices  as the Association’s legal counsel on case to case basis.
President’s Report:
At the MITI meeting on DGC, JPSFA started the discussion and gave views that our members were hit badly by the increase although this should be between the depots and their contracted shipping lines. Meanwhile, SAM is standing firm that they will not get involved whilst the depot operators came individually to state their stand. AMH who was also present made strong remarks as they were the party most affected. At the end of the meeting, the Director of MITI requested the Depot operators to postpone the implementation indefinitely. However, there was no concrete agreement that they will do so. 
It was not possible to seek clarification on whether the Competition Act 2010 is being infringed at this point as there was no representation from MYCC. There is also fear that other related businesses i.e. warehouse will also start increasing rates without justification if the DGC issue cannot be controlled.

The protest action in Port Klang started on 2/5/2012 which could have been avoided. LPJ has made aware to MOT on the current situation in Johor Bahru and hopefully any protest action can be avoided with MOT stepping in.
Mr. Ngan cautioned that the Association’s name should not be used to champion any actions deemed to be politically linked. To this, Mr. Michael advised all committee to refrain from making any comments to reporters.
Secretary’s Report: Attended the ‘Kastam Integriti” meeting on 27th March and there are 3 initiative to be discussed however the meeting ended with only 1 item being discussed due to short of time. The initiative being discussed only “Merancang dan melaksanakan aktiviti peningkatan integrity secara bersama”. Every department given their “cadangan-cadangan” and being discussed in the meeting. The meeting ended at 5.30pm.

It has been informed that the Custom SMK system was slow in recent weeks due to their failure to renew their ‘firewall’ antivirus license.

Treasurer’s Report:
The balances as at 30/4/2012 are as follow:

Cash in Bank: RM55,746.65
Fixed Deposit: RM169,131.10
There are 15 members who have yet to settle their 2012 subscription and the committee is tasked with speaking to the unpaid members
With K3 going paperless, the order for custom forms is decreasing.  Fast Papers will only deliver a minimum of 10 boxes per order and it is unwise to keep too many in stock; therefor going forward, we shall cease to order unless members order a minimum of 5 boxes. 
JPSFA 20th Anniversary Event:

Dinner: To update on weekly basis on the table bookings. Table allocation shall be on a ‘first pay first’ basis.
To confirm the event management company by next meeting. Will consider  presentations from T.E.F and Team One Production.
The Committee agreed to tailor a coat each for the dinner event. The cost and budget shall be determined later. Appointed tailor is Mun Onn and all Committee shall have their measurements taken on 23/5/2012 at 11 am.
Souvenir Program: Vendors who are advertising will need to submit the artwork and hence the sourcing of the souvenir program will need to start immediately. In addition, there have been no articles received from members. We will include old photos from past events of JPSFA. 

Bowling : The competition is confirmed on 1st July at  Ampang Bowl, Leisure Mall. Registration forms will be sent  to members by end-May. The charge per team is RM180.00.

Golf :  It was agreed to shelf the Charity Golf Competition as it will be conflicting to source for sponsorships given that we are also in need of sponsors for our 20th Anniversary Souvenir Program. It will also not be feasible to do an in-house competition for members only, as the number of flight participation will be minimal.

Futsal:  Proposed date shall be on 8 July 2012 at Level 3, City Plaza. This will be limited to 15 teams (round-robin). Details and participation fee will be finalized by end-May after doing the costing. 
Karaoke: Alan & Vincent have been tasked with organizing the competition tentatively in mid-September. Details will be provided at the next meeting.
Other Matters: It was noted that the Association’s name has been officially changed to “JOHOR PORTS SHIIPING & FORWARDING ASSOCIATION” and the phone and fax line changed to 07-3611361.
