	PTP Vessel Closing Time:
There is noticeably less vessels coming earlier and coupled with Maersk cutting down their calls, going forward there should be less problems. 
Ship Clearance System:

The Committee met with Marine Dept of Pasir Gudang to give feedback and suggestions for their consideration. JPSFA has also written in officially to JLWS with the proposals with the hope that they can better improvise the system for the benefit of members.
President’s Report:
Due to busy schedule, was only able to attend the meeting with JLWS on 22/10/2012 to discuss on Ship Clearance System. Also attended dinner hosted by AMH.
Secretary’s Report:
Attended the ‘Program Awareness’ by Pasca Import Kastam with Mr. Douglas and were issued certificates of participation (to be kept by Association). It was noted that under the Custom Act, any duty short collected can be collected within 3 years. However, for fraud cases, there is no time limitation. All custom documents will be kept for 6 years. Members are encouraged to purchase the “Peraturan-Peraturan Kastam’ book. Meanwhile, Michael propose that we look into the possibility to approach Kastam to conduct a half-day course for our members
The speaker, Puan Raja Normala Binti I.Ali was advised that forwarding agents always declare the Insurance and Freight value although buying term is CIF. She said that this is not correct because, if the buying term is CIF, we will not know the actual value. JPSFA highlighted that it is always the custom officers’ requirement to have working note and forwarding agents have all this while been only estimating the amount of 1% for Insurance and 4% for Freight of the CIF invoice value .  She said that she will further check on this. Meanwhile, Mr. Douglas will request DagangNet, the front-end provider to consult Kastam as well. 
During LPJ’s MASCOM meeting on the security and safety of vessels (ISPS) Mr. Michael, Ms. Stephanie and Mr. Douglas were nominated to represent JPSFA in future discussion and meetings on this.

Treasurer’s Report:
The balances as at 31/10/2012 are as follow:

Cash in Bank: RM79,579.89
Fixed Deposit: RM171,697.99
All subscription for 2012 has been collected. 
It was proposed and agreed by the Committee to place RM30K to one-month FD (P+I) with Public Bank. In addition, a microwave oven and vacuum cleaner not exceeding RM500.00 in total, is to be purchased for the Association use.
Post-Mortem of JPSFA 20th Anniversary Event:
Mr. Michael again expressed his deepest appreciation for the wonderful effort of the committee, the contribution of the sponsors and the support of all members and guests.
It was noted, that from many positive feedbacks gathered, generally, the dinner was well enjoyed and hugely successful with the exception of an ‘overly enthusiastic’ group creating some unwanted din to the dismay of some. It was also suggested and agreed that for future functions such as this, other Association that support us should be given priority in seat arrangements. Mr. Michael mentioned that we had practiced ‘fair policy’ in this dinner and had not bent over to accommodate special requests.
Mr. Douglas reported that the revenue derived from the dinner stood at RM24,032.63. As for the free 200 copies of 4R photos, we shall negotiate to replace 100 copies with 13 ‘8R’ and 1 ‘10R’ instead.
IMDG Course : 
The committee agreed to give the Association’s endorsement to CLLB Sdn Bhd’, organizers of the course. Through this, members will get a 15% discount when they participate for the IMDG Code training course.
2013 Calendars :

Instead of the usual wall calendars, the Association will be giving a complimentary 
Table Planner and a note book to all members for 2013. The cost is RM7.70 and RM7.80 per piece respectively.
JPSFA 23rd AGM:

The date of the AGM shall be on 16th January 2013 (Wed) at 2.00 pm. Lunch will be at 12.30 pm and the budget set at RM20 per pax and the door gift at RM20 per piece. Celine shall decide on the item. 
Other Matters:
Incentive: The committee agreed to award an incentive of 2.5 months (paid end November) to the Executive Secretary for her contribution towards the Association’s many events held this year. It was further agreed that her contract be renewed for another 2 years with an increment of RM200.00.

Meetings with Authorities & Ports:
Currently, we are still trying to set a meeting date with Immigration Dept. 
Meanwhile, the berthing committee is tasked with meeting JPB to get updates on berthing availability, pilotage, dockage etc. Mr. Douglas noted that a lot of vessels are bunching out and notices that conventional wharfs are not doing logistic works but repair works instead. 
The CSF store rent calculation offer expires on 31/12/2012. We will request for extension.

JPSFA will request LPJ to include us in meeting relating to container depots with SPAD, who is now the regulating arm. Ms. Stephanie said that it will be better if they could also regulate the hauliers. Given the increase in DGC, many parties are affected and all must improve; but ultimately, it will be the shippers who will have to bear the cost.
En. Amirul mentioned that it may not be practical for Pasir Gudang depots to follow the proposed operating hours of Penang and Port Klang i.e. 8.00 am to 4 am (weekdays). This is because the estimated 2 mio TEUs per month including transshipment is not justifiable. The depots will have to present statistics of movements from 7 pm – 11 pm to show that it is not feasible to do so.
