	Ship Clearance System: 
JLWS has yet to response to our feedback letter. Currently the system is slow and unfortunately, repetitive entries are still required to be done. Mr. Michael highlighted that LPJ does penalize agents for late and non-submission in E-PENS and members should take note to key in on time.

2013 Table Planner & Notebooks: The items are to be collected by the members and if not done so by the AGM, the new committee will be tasked to visit the members to deliver them. Meanwhile, if any members wish to purchase additional notebooks, the price will be charged at RM10.00 per book.

Meeting with Ports:
These meetings will be scheduled after the election of the new committee this month. TLP and Tanjung Bin will also be included in the visits.  

President’s Report:
Attended the Taklimat Agen Kastam where the role and responsibilities of all shipping and forwarding agents were again reiterated. Many case studies were presented and the presentation slide has been posted on our website.

IRDA had a ‘Focus Group Discussion’ for the Logistics sector which was long but fruitful. They have spoken to many parties and updated on what has been done. The ports and related authorities were also present at this discussion aimed at garnering feedbacks on how to triangulate the ports and how to benefit the industry. They had also mentioned the possibility of setting up an ICD between JP and PTP, which has been deemed unpractical due to ‘double handling’. Anyhow, there is nothing concrete and more often than not, there is little follow through since the panel in these discussions often changes.  
Secretary’s Report:
Attended the ‘Majlis Pelancaran Mesin Pegimbas Kargo’ which was a fairly grand event, as many high ranking custom officers from KL were in attendance. However, 

JPSFA was the only association present. 

Also managed to attend the Dagang Net meeting at their HQ on the shifting of their server. So far, there has been no ‘hiccups’ and it was noted that the system is running smoothly.

Adding to the Taklimat Agen Kastam, it was mentioned that there is about 60 ‘dormant’ forwarding licenses in Johor. Mr. Michael said that we will visit Kastam after the appointment of the new committee and at the same time, try to request for application of new licenses.

Treasurer’s Report:
The accounts for the year 2012 shall be finalized by next week for the auditors’ checking and shall be presented at the AGM. Meanwhile, the Fixed Deposits at PBB has surpassed RM200K. The balance as at 31/12/2012is as follow:
Cash in Bank: RM52,273.12
Fixed Deposit: RM202,981.88
There were a total of 6 new members in 2012.
JPSFA 23rd AGM:
The committee agreed to give out the balance of the golf umbrellas in our stock as door gift to the members attending. The lunch menu is set at RM15.00 per pax for 40 pax. So far, 30 members (including committee) have confirmed attendance. To ensure sufficient quorum, emails will be sent again to members. 

Although members have been requested to raise issues for the AGM, the secretariat has received none so far.
It being an election year, to ensure more transparency that it is indeed fairly conducted, the committee agreed that the ballots be counted publicly and the ballot papers shall bear the Association’s logo. Meanwhile, the President hopes to see some new faces in the committee next term.
Other Matters:
Uniform :  
It was proposed that the new committee be given a uniformed shirt each for use in official meetings. To request for design and quotation from supplier for consideration.
GST Talk: 
Mr. Douglas said that GST will likely be in full swing in 2014. The question on whether there will be import duties after GST remains unanswered although it was brought up. Mr. Michael added that GST will be added burden to the public as only few items are gazette free of GST. It was informed by the speaker that the Government has allocated funds for awareness programs and that JPSFA could try to apply through MOF if we wish to conduct the GST Talk exclusively for JPSFA members. Meanwhile, the slides for the GST Talk have been posted on our website.
Amendment to Constitution clause 20 (3):
This amendment will be presented at the AGM for the members to agree to read as:

“For expenditure exceeding RM5,000 per month, all Committee Members present at the meeting must agree and authorize unanimously before such payment/s can be incurred”
Training Courses: 

UUM is in the process of finalizing the dates for the KEK and KEP courses. Likely to be between the months of May –July 2013.
