	Networking & Swearing In Ceremony:

MOF has replied stating that our application is being considered and will revert in the future.
 Vice-President’s Report:
The LPJ dialogue held on 17 April saw similar issues highlighted over and over again with usually no concrete solutions or follow ups. Also, this time, the session seemed rushed leaving not much time for questions. 
Some of the Committee also had a meeting with JPB on 4 April to clarify on the issue regarding ‘additional loading’. A revised circular (posted on our website) has since been issued by JPB.
Secretary’s Report:

Adding to the LPJ dialogue, we brought up the issue on EMC at Johor Port and its classification. Meanwhile, JPSFA will compile the tariff on store rent of other ports in Malaysia to do a comparison. We shall remain status quo if it is deemed more beneficial to members, if the EMC rate applies. Mr. William said that they should consider following PTP’s tariff.
We will need to write to En. Razif of LPJ on the conclusion of forklift drivers’ charges which was previously included in the forklift booking.
Modernization of Kastam: Kastam has requested for our input on ‘changes’ required from SMK to U-Kastam (a web-based program). Since we were not invited for the taklimat on this and have no direct access, there is not much that the Association can comment on. 
However, we will still put forth our suggestions of what we hope can be improved with the new system.
Treasurer’s Report:
There are 17 members yet to settle their 2013 subscription. The committee is tasked to assist with the collection by next month.
