	Previous Matters: 
LPJ :- Written to En. Razif on the forklift issue but he has yet to reply. 

U-Kastam :- Although we were not invited to the ‘taklimat’ Mr. Michael said that JPSFA should non-the-less give our suggestions to enhance our presence in Kastam, although we may not be familiar with their system.

President’s Report:
The Committee had a meeting with JPB on May 7 to discuss issues on JCT’s system enhancement. The minutes for this meeting have been posted on our website. As the system in JCT is not stable at the moment, the input for ‘wire sling’ is in the transition stage from manual to electronic. JCT has not finalized the date and will issue a circular once it is set.
Vice-President’s Report:
-Mr. Chandran of BBT had called for a meeting recently to update on the dredging works currently undertaken by JPB. They have given, although verbally, the drafts depths for the various wharves.

There are several pressing Immigration issues at Johor Port and talking to the Immigration head at Pasir Gudang has proven useless. Hence, a meeting to see the Pengarah is necessary.  The issues that need to be address which are not consistent with other ports are:

1) Endorsement of LG in advance for sign on        crew via KL and Singapore 
2) Special Officer for crew sign-off after office hours for Chinese, Indian, Myanmar ,etc crew.
Secretary’s Report:

Attended the SMK meeting and noticed that there are several new officers in Kastam. Hence, it is timely to meet with the Pengarah and his team. However, we will also need an agenda for the meeting and it would be best to ask members for issues they may have with Kastam for it to be fruitful.
Also attended the E-Manifest training at TLP. They will go online on 30 May 2013 and we  raised concern that many agents have yet to sign up and as such, requested for some consideration to be given. During the interim, they will give grace once only. Meanwhile, agents have to submit hard-copies to Kastam for now until the system is stabilized.

Adding to this, MOF has given instruction that all ports must use E-Manifest (single agent code). For info the Dagang Net annual fee is RM660.00.
