	Previous Matters: 
LPJ :- Mr. Michael met with En. Razif on 27/5/13 to discuss on the forklift issue at Johor Port.. 

LPJ agreed that the driver should not be separately charged besides the issue of charging per shift as against per hour for the driver. It was agreed that this charge needs a review and it was suggested that the terminal repackaged the additional forklift charge to include the driver as a lump charge instead. In addition, there was also no merit for the terminal to separately charge for a driver when it is only to change the forklift capacity that is inclusive in the wharfage due. This matter shall be taken up by LPJ with Johor Port
On the issue of port productivity, the earlier threat of hauliers going on strike was settled via the parties involved. LPJ claims to have put their people at Johor Port to observe the productivity and is said to be satisfied with the performance. JPSFA differs in opinion as the observation carried out was only for 2-3 hours which is too short.
President’s Report:
The meeting with Imigresen on 28/5/2013 was a fruitful one as due consideration was given and our proposal accepted. In a nutshell, Imigresen agreed to endorse the LG for crew sign-on based on the arrival confirmation in the system. Imigresen will give warnings to agents should they fail to request for extension when the vessels are delayed. JPSFA will assist Imigresen to ‘blacklist’ such agents should the need arise.

The minutes of this meeting has been posted on the Association website.
Vice-President’s Report:

Adding to the issue on crew entry, it is understood that all nationalities requiring visas should apply a social visit pass first if entry is via Singapore. Trans-ship Visas can only be issued at KLIA upon presentation of 
the endorsed LG. ‘Visa-On-Arrival’ has been abolished in 2010.
