	Previous Matters: 
Forklift Driver Charges: LPJ had agreed to discuss further with Johor Port but apparently nothing has been done yet and according to Ms. Stephanie, billing on this continues.
President’s Report:
Attended the 2 days Cape-X  workshop on 18 & 19 June which, unlike previous ‘live-exercises’ this time it was seminar based and focus was more on port security. Various speakers delivered their presentations to over 100 participants.
Secretary’s Report:
Attended the Majlis Dialogue with Dato’ Ramli on 25/6 and managed to raise the following issues:
1) K8 cargoes take a long time to release; from ½ -1 day. Since lodging complaints, customs said that they will do ‘auto release’ in future in order for forwarder to truck the container to custom for clearance.
2) On the compound imposed on forwarders making more than 3 errors per year on their declaration, JPSFA sought to appeal to Customs for leniency. To this, Che’ Ani said that this can be discussed as the compound is dependent on the type of mistakes made.

3) It is confirmed that the scanner is faulty and hence going forward, Customs will manual check the cargoes.

4) It was highlighted that Custom officers had issued compounds for ‘gate pass’ offences. Dato’ Ramli confirms that there should be no such compounds as it is not on the prescribed form. He also requested that agents/consignees be more knowledgeable in filling up the declarations.

5) There are many ‘hanging’ documents pending agent’s cancellation at Customs. JPSFA will assist to write to members to do the needful.
U-kastam which is webbed based should replace SMK by 2015.

JPSFA Golf  2013:

Meanwhile, all agreed to order 140 pcs of T-shirts for the event at RM28 per piece. Further discussion with Ponderosa on the minor details will be on 9/ July. 
Other Matters: 
Membership Drive: 
As the membership remains stagnant at 87, it is crucial for us to increase the number to 100 by this year. Mr. Michael urged the committee members to urgently source for new members to join. On this note,  it was proposed by members that the Committee interact more with the members at large and hence the following ideas were proposed:

1) To invite 10 member representatives to attend the monthly committee meeting.

2)To have dialogue sessions with members to gather feedback and issues on ad-hoc basis..
JPB- Paperless CDN:

Although this issue has been raised to JPB before, we need to push them for affirmation as to when they will upgrade their system so that the CDN can go paperless.

PTP : New Enforcements: 

Mr. Daniel notified that PTP port has enforced the entry of working technicians or personnels going on board vessels. They now need to apply and get the PLKS permits from Immigration before they are allowed to board the ship. Mr. Amirul added that application for the permits can take up to three weeks.

In addition, it was also noted that PTP Gate does not entertain the removal of any items urgently from the vessel on weekends unless there is a ‘lodge-in’ number from PTP Customs. This is effective 1st July 2013 and the application of such intention to Kastam can only be done during office hours. This new ruling may have caught some members ‘off-guard’ and PTP should issue a circular to the shipping agents accordingly to aware them of this new requirement.

Calendars 2014:
The Committee agreed to revert back to giving out 3 monthly 2014 calendars to members. However, this time it was proposed that JPSFA print its own design.
