	Previous Matters: 
Forklift Driver Charges: We have yet again been given a holding reply by LPJ on this issue. Mr. Michael will talk to them again during the Raya Open House on 29/8/2013.
Wall Calendars:
The Committee agreed to give out 2 complimentary 3 month wall calendars to members for 2014. Members can order additional at RM10 per piece.

President’s Report:
Had a discussion with JCT on 25/7 on CDN and ‘windows’ issues. The minutes have been posted on the website and the ‘window table’ sent to members together with the list of callers. However, members have complained that the table was color-coded and not transparent since the vessels were not named. Mr. Michael explained that JCT is not providing the full details because it is deemed ‘sensitive information’. Anyway, port users are still able to find out for themselves who is calling at which time, if they so desire.
On the issue of CDN, it was coincidental that JCT had a meeting with its management an hour before and had concluded to go paperless effective 1/1/2014. They will inform us in advance to avoid our members keeping too much stock.

Vice-President’s Report:
For information, Port Klang has adopted a similar system to Johor Port to enhance the connection of documents.

Recently, there has been a sudden problem relating to private jetty charges. The increase of 25 cents to 50 cents was via a circular by TLP in April 2012. Some agents had failed to send the manifests to LPJ from that time, and now that LPJ has found such cases, they are backdating to April 2012 and agents have to pay the rate of 50 cents. In addition, there may also be compounds issued.  Mr. Michael said that it is right for LPJ to charge. However, agents involved may mitigate and appeal on the basis that they were unaware of the increase and that it is impossible to claim from the owners for the difference now.
 If necessary, JPSFA will meet with LPJ to discuss on the possibility of ‘writing-off’ or payment by installments for such cases for our members.
