	Previous Matters: 
Forklift Driver Charges: JPB has confirmed to LPJ that they issue one billing. We have forwarded to LPJ, proof, that it is still billed separately.
Upkeep Of Balai-Balai Ejen Kastam:
We have agreed to engage En.Rosli and team who are users of the premise to do the painting of both rooms at RM900. They will start the job end September. Meanwhile, the furniture purchase will be KIVed.
President’s Report:
For the past 3 weeks, attended several Hari Raya functions which included one of Custom’s. It was a pleasant surprise that they presented JPSFA with a certificate of appreciation acknowledging the Association’s partnership with Customs. 

Vice-President’s Report: 

Due to unforeseen circumstances, was unable to attend the on-going FAL Convention Seminar held at Port Klang. However, have appointed a representative, who will update the Association on the coverage of the seminar. If need be, we will consider organizing a session for members’ benefit.

On the issue of outstanding private jetty charges, since it will be unfair for agents who have paid, LPJ will not cease to bill. The question is, at what rate.

Secretary’s Report:

Attended the FSPG Awareness Programme by DagangNet. Basically, the EFT will be obsolete by year end and customers are encouraged to migrate to the new payment system which is cheaper and at ‘real’ time. Currently, only four banks are on board with FSPG. The charge is at RM5 for up to 10 transactions compared to EFT @ RM8 each.
At the PTP-Kastam dialogue held on 23/8, they agreed to look into the ‘compound of errors’ issue. They said that this is intended to act as a deterrent to minimize errors. However, the concern of the forwarders is more on the renewal of licenses in future fearing being ‘black-listed’. Nevertheless, members are reminded to be more cautious.
JPSFA Golf  2013 (In Aid of Charity):
The organizing Chairman Mr. Daniel and team have met with Ponderosa to finalize the following:

Other Matters: 
Depot Operators:

Mr. Tan said that some yard operators are closing earlier and are not following the agreement of better service after the increase of the DGC. There were times when drivers made futile trips due to unavailability of containers despite having confirmed with the depot that the containers were available. Mr. Michael said that, if the depots are not providing the service they promised, the shipping line should be informed. However, Ms. Stephanie argued that shipping lines do not want to get involved and hence the issue should be raised by AMH. 

Mr. Michael said that the first step is to identify the depots with specific cases and then gather the parties involved such as AMH and JCDA to address the issues. Mr. William suggested inviting the hauliers to meet in order to get their feedbacks before meeting with JCDA. He added that we should also ask LPJ to check on the performance of the depots after the increase in DGC. Mr. Michael said that JPSFA will drive this initiative and where possible, SAM and LPJ will be requested to join in the discussion.
JCT :

Mr. Tan mentioned that JPB did not issue EIR even when container damage was found before gate-out. JPSFA will raise this with JCT.

Crew Handling:

Mr. Michael advised that crew handling (sign-on/sign-off) is only allowed by vessel agents which has been decided at national level. This has currently been implemented in the northern and central ports but not yet in Johor.
