	Previous Matters: 
Depot Operators: Invited AMH to discuss on the issue.
Vice-President’s Report: 

The FAL Convention Seminar was attended by many Government Authorities. One of the main topics addressed is the possibility of having a single document for vessel clearance. They will need to collectively make a study as there are a lot of issues and disagreements given that each party has their own documents. The presentation slide for the seminar will be available by next meeting.

Secretary’s Report:

Attended the MAQIS briefing on 13/9/2013. Basically, effective 1/10/13, all permits will be approved by MAQIS instead of by the individual OGAs. Permits can be applied online but payment of RM15 (per transaction) must be paid upon collection of AP at the respective MAQIS office. Payment can only be done online after their e-payment system is ready next year. 

Meeting with SAM & AMH: 

SAM’s team headed by En. Azaad and AMH members represented by En. Dzulfariqh were present to discuss on the Paperless CDN process flow. After going through JPB’s slide presentation, the following issues and concerns were raised and forwarded to JPB for consideration.

 1. We need the process flow for empty container out from JCT for those un-stuffing at FZ area. Presently, SA is providing CDN with showing empty container (ex laden).

2. SA must have the access to key in “Return Place” in CDO.

3. “TDS” to replace copy of K1 at gate out custom gate. JCT to get approval/consent from Kastam.

4. All stakeholders should be able to access and print out the copy “TDS” in their respective offices. 

Hauliers and Depot Issue: 
AMH was requested to quote instances of issues they are facing with the depot operators. They highlighted problems of not adhering to the break and closing times. In addition, drivers are forced to help out at the washing bay as they do not want to delay further. The hauliers indicated that the complaint list is long and that despite the increase in DGC, the services of the depots did not improve much.
As some of JPSFA’s members are affected by this problem, and, for the betterment of the total logistic chain, JPSFA will undertake to mediate by asking LPJ to chair a meeting between AMH and JCDA. SAM and JPSFA shall sit in as observers. This meeting should take place before end October. The following issues will be highlighted:
1. Using haulier for internal shunting (wash bay)

2. Dinner break & closing time

3. Change container after survey at gate out

4. Driver to sign; to be responsible for wet container after washing (specific depot)
5. Pick up of empties is more than 45 minutes.

Treasurer’s Report:
