	Previous Matters: 
The impending joint meeting between Depot Operators and Hauliers (SAM & JPSFA to sit in as observers) with LPJ has yet to be confirmed. Mr. Michael will only be able to meet up with En. Razif of LPJ after Christmas to discuss the issues raised by the hauliers during the meeting on 2/10/2013.
President’s Report: 

There were several meetings and functions since the last meeting, especially in November; as follow:

MATRADE’s ‘Go Global’ program was held in Muar on 12/11. It was good to have JPSFA representation at the dinner held a day before the workshop. Presentations included grants & facilities provided by MATRADE.
The Customs Appeal Tribunal session was held on 26/11 at the Association office for our members. It was good exposure and we should follow up with another similar briefing next year. En. Sarmin from the Tribunal suggested that certificates of attendance could be issued to participants in future. This suggestion was well noted.

Attended the ‘Taklimat Bajet /GST’ organized by Jabatan Penerangan on 28/11. It was a half day event aimed at introducing the GST framework under the new budget.

GST Workshop: 

We successfully co-organized the 2 day workshop conducted and paid by JKDM. Total participants were around 180 of which consisted 70% of JPSFA members. The Association has indeed   gained substantial mileage from the event and many members have indicated their appreciation to JPSFA for having organized the workshop. We hope to organize a more detail session nearer the GST implementation date. Gifts of appreciation was presented to the speakers from JKDM
Treasurer’s Report:
The balance as at 16/12/2013 is as follows:
Cash in Bank: RM32,314.45
Fixed Deposit: RM237,902.69
All members have paid up the subscription for 2013 and the total number of members stands at 89. The cash in bank is inclusive of subscription 
in advance for 2014 of RM10,850.
AGM 2014:
The date for the next AGM has been postponed to 12 February 2014 due to unforeseen circumstances. Notices to members for issues to be raised shall be forwarded by mid-January. We note that this will be non-election year.

Other Matters:
Meeting with JCT:
Mr. William said that it was time to meet with them to follow up on the issues of ‘closing time’ and ‘paperless CDN’. Since Mr. Edwin will be on leave for the next two weeks, we will request for the meeting in early January.
Balai Kastam: Although we have tasked the painting to one of the agents who uses the facility there, he has yet to start the job despite many reminders. As such, this issue shall be raised at the next AGM to get members, consensus on the budget to be allocated for maintenance of the place.
Consultant for GST:
Following the workshop, it is noted that there are still many uncertainties in the detailed workings of the GST. We foresee that many businesses may need to seek clarification in preparation for its implementation and hence may require engaging consultants. As such, Mr. Michael proposed that the Association takes the initiative to source for a qualified consultant to handle the qualms of members via the secretariat. This issue will be addressed in the AGM.
SOCSO Talk:
After having recently attended a talk by SOCSO, the President suggested that one be held for our members’ employers and employees. In view of the misconceptions and little knowledge of the benefits and claims from SOCSO, the Association will be planning a talk, hopefully in the first quarter of 2014.
