	Previous Matters: 
Training: The Committee proposed to schedule the following course for 2014.

· KEK – May/June
· SOCSO Talk – 3rd week June

· CAT – 3rd quarter 2014

· 2nd GST Talk – Aug 2014

· KEP – Aug/September

En. Amirul proposed that we write to the Director General of Customs to request for the possibility of naming a consultant for GST as a channel for the Association to post any queries or seek guidance required by members before and when GST is implemented. Mr. William said that there have been talks that the govt may subsidize the system cost for companies who register for GST early. This news however, needs confirmation.
Balai Raya Kastam:
All members present at the AGM agreed that JPSFA continues to sponsor the furniture there. The committee is tasked to source for quotation for supply of concrete benches. This shall be discussed further in the next meeting
President’s Report:
The meeting with JCT on 7/1/14 was to update JPSFA on the status of the proposed paperless CDN. JCT informed that its implementation, which has been postponed to June, starting with a pilot run, is due to budget constraints and operational challenges relating to safety.
Secretary’s Report :
On behalf of the Vice President who attended the ‘Taklimat HNS Convention 2010’, Ms. Stephanie

reported that it was called mainly for the terminal operators. Basically, the Maritime Dept is planning to organize some sort of a ‘club’ for insurance relating to pollution on land. For this to proceed at least 12 countries must participate and this would probably be in the distant future.

The ‘Satu Kod Agen Taklimat’ saw some 200 attendees. Many questions were posted but Kastam was unable to give concrete and satisfactory answers. Some of the issue highlighted by
forwarders were, problems with bank Guarantees, exceeding of appointed agent quota and payment of service taxes. 

Nevertheless, the system is in force and compulsory on renewal of the forwarding license. The advantages on the other hand would be that there is no need for forwarders to open branches separately and approvals can be given at a single station. This will spell cost savings for many. 
Treasurer’s Report:
The balance as at 6/3/2014 is as follows:
Cash in Bank: RM49,798.65
Fixed Deposit: RM239,686.50
Mr. Douglas said that TNB has written to inform that the tariff used for the Association shall be changed to commercial, effective March. However, we will make an appeal as we are not transacting ‘business ‘per se. There will also be additional cost in bank charges as BNM implements the 50 sen cheque clearance fee effective April.
The UniFi package can be upgraded from 5GB to a higher speed of 10GB with 300 mins of free call time for additional RM20. To this proposal, the committee agreed to upgrade; and the telephone and internet charge will be RM219 per month going forward.

80% of members have paid their subscription for 2014. The committee members are assigned to help collect from outstanding members.

AGM 2014 – Post Mortem:
The 24th AGM was successfully completed with no issues raised by the members present. It was noted that the food was of good quality and quantity. The members unanimously agreed to the sponsorship of the furniture at the balai raya kastam 
Other Matters:
Yearly Activities:
For 2014, the committee agreed that there will be no dinner held. It was proposed and agreed that two sports competitions be organized for the staff of member companies; namely Badminton and Bowling in August & September respectively. The Badminton competition will be open for men’s singles, doubles and mixed doubles only.
Members will be requested to submit any ideas and suggestions as to the sort of activities/training they want the Association to organize for them.
Meanwhile, members (to be identified in batches) will be invited to join in future committee meetings. This is aimed at fostering better relationship as well as to better understand the issues faced by the membership. The invitations shall be sent officially.
FMFF Affiliation:

Mr. Michael will check with FMFF as to whether JPSFA is able to join under their umbrella. It was noted that in the past, JPSFA was in talks with them to be affiliated but did not materialize. Being affiliated would strengthen the Association’s position nationally and hence, it is timely to address this again.
