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Mr. Michael welcomed all to the third meeting and was regretful that the invited members were unable to make it due to last minute work obligations. 
The minutes were proposed passed by Mr. James Paul and seconded by Ms.Hamidah upon rectification of the following:

	Previous Matters: 
.
Balai Raya Kastam:
According to Mr. William, the jobs have been completed and the photos will be given later.  However, it was found that 4 pieces of window and their frames are missing at the Imports balai and it will cost additional RM650 to have them replaced. If deemed necessary to replace, the committee agreed to bear the cost. 
Meanwhile, we will write to Che Ani of Kastam to inform them of the work done.
FMFF Affiliation:

We have received reply from FMFF explaining that they can only have one Association from one state as regular member. Hence, we were told to liaise with JOFFA to get their nod of approval. 

Mr. Michael said that, given that we represent a wider array of the logistics membership, JPSFA is actually more qualified to represent Johor state. It was decided that we should not pursue with this but instead, to approach MOT and propose a set -up of an umbrella/ a national council for logistics for all Associations in Malaysia. We also need to get some form of recognition from MOT so as to be included in discussions on related issues. 
President’s Report:
Met with JCT and LPJ on 28/4 to discuss on the issue of missing containers from the port. JCT explained their process flow and insisted that they have followed procedures and released the containers based on original CDNs. LPJ however, agreed that the security aspect was indeed lack lustered and insisted that JPB install CCTVs at strategic locations  without delay.   
LPJ Dialogue – There was a big turnout probably due to the GST Talk. Many issues were raised by JPSFA (refer to last minutes) as well as other port users. LPJ will look into these matters and do the needful. Meanwhile, for the issue on ‘Extra Pilotage’ from EB to JGPA, members were told to write in to JPB to get waiver for cases pending the issuance of the circular to implement the charge from LPJ.
Treasurer’s Report:
The balance as at 28/5/2014 is as follows:
Cash in Bank: RM48,682.55
Fixed Deposit: RM241,463.89
So far, 95% members have paid. We need to collect all outstanding by end of June 2014. 
Asean Logistics & Transport Show 2014 :-
JPSFA will participate in this show from 25-27 Sept 2014 at Mines International Exhibition Centre. We have given our endorsement and will set up the complimentary booth to garner membership as well as to generate awareness of our Association to the general public. We hope to gather mileage as there will be VIPs from MOT gracing the event.
Much needs to be done, from setting up of our Association profile, printing of pamphlets and membership forms, door gifts etc. Ms. Nancy and team are tasked to take charge and committee members will take turns to mend the booth. The estimated cost is expected to be around RM15K for this 3-day event.
JPSFA Games 2014:-
The committee agreed to hold a Bowling Competition on 23/8/2014 (Saturday) as well a Badminton Competition for Men’s Singles, Doubles and Women’s Double events. Tentative date is 8 & 9 November 2014. 

Meanwhile, there was a proposal to organize a carom and dart competition as well. This is under consideration pending the sourcing of the dart equipment.
Other Matters:
Cleaning Fee & Container Deposit:
Mr. William said that all liners have started to charge container cleaning fee regardless of whether cleaning is done or not. It is shocking to know that charges can be imposed at their whims and fancy and nothing can be done about it. In addition, container deposits payment continues to be cleared by some liners. As no ‘body’ has been identified to mitigate, Mr. Michael will talk to LPJ to possibly get a guideline or SOP on container deposits.
JCT System:
There seems to be flaws in the JCTS of late. There were instances whereby the status in the system differ from actual situations i.e. container still in the port while systems showed ‘released’. It was

also found that  forwarders were allowed to 

change operator codes in the system. It is important that we get JCT to enhance the system to work better for all port users. Mr. William proposed that we gather the point of view of liners. forwarders and hauliers on the JCTS functions and applications and request for the Port to make enhancements to the JCTS.
GST Consultant &Registration:
Members can start registering themselves for GST starting June 2014. JPSFA will send a circular to remind members to do so.

Meanwhile, Mr. Michael said that we will not be able to engage any Custom’s officers as consultant. As such, we are trying to get the contact of an ex-officer who is well verse with mechanisms of GST and may be interested to act as the Association’s consultant for all members.
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With no other matters arising, the meeting was adjourned at 5.00 pm. The next Committee Meeting shall be on 25/6/2014. 
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
