	Previous Matters: 
GST:

A few members have submitted questions and we are trying to get answers via another GST Talk exclusively for JPSFA. As Customs may not have the budget, we may need to do it in-house at our own cost. Mr. Elgy mentioned that it is a fairly easy process to register online and it takes two day to get the registration number if the documents submitted are in order.

Mr. Michael said that while some industries are applying for exemptions, the government is unlikely to announce if any will be given. Therefore, in the meantime, it is best for us to raise questions in a coordinated way i.e. to first list down unsure items applicable, collectively collate them and then submit to Customs. 
JPSFA Games 2014:
Due to unavailability of the venue, the bowling competition will be postponed to 8 & 9 November 2014 tentatively, while the badminton competition shall be held on 1/11/2014. The matches will be for ‘Men’s Doubles” and ‘Mixed Doubles” only.

President’s Report:
Apart from several ‘buka-puasa’ invitations, there was only one launching attended; which was the Majlis Pelancaran Buku Port Development Policy Blueprint by LPJ
Secretary’s Report:

JCT has informed   port users that over the Hari Raya festive season, their container yard has seen an increase volume of import boxes causing their yard to be 90% occupied, resulting in chaotic yard planning. This has caused a slowdown in picking up of the import containers by the hauliers.

JPSFA will need to meet with JCT urgently to address the problem so that members do not incur additional charges due to this.

Treasurer’s Report:
The balances as at 31st July 2014 stands at:

Cash in Bank: RM50,485.10
Fixed Deposit: RM243,294.35

Only 2 memberships remain uncollected. They will revert by this month.

Attended the ‘Round Table Discussion (error code G19-Ship Arrival Info)” by Customs on 16/7/2014. Causes of the G19 errors were discussed and Customs Putrajaya will try to identify the errors and Tn. Yew hopes to come back with the conclusion in the next follow up meeting.
Also attended the ‘Taklimat Pembayaran Dius Api Online’ by JLWS on 13/8/14. The meeting was headed by Hj Majid who is the Ketua at Pejabat Laut PTP. Payment for ‘light dues’ can be made online now via Maybank only. This form of payment will become compulsory come 1/1/2015. They expect by then, more banks will be on board to participate. Each transaction cost is RM1.00
At the same meeting, we took the opportunity to question Hj Majid as to why there was a need to submit original documents from the ship at Johor Port to which he was surprise; since this is not practiced at PTP, unless there is a change or renewal of the documents. He agrees that this poses unnecessary risk as it was noted that, should the documents be lost in transit, the cost could be up to USD50, 000.00  to get them replaced. JLWS will look into standardizing the practice.
