	Previous Matters: 
Due to pressing issues with GST, the following previous issues have been KIVed.

1) Revision of STC by TGC Asia.
2) To request Tg. Langsat for standard procedure of use of handphone at wharf area.
Committee Uniform:
The Committee agreed to order jackets and name tags as it can be easily worn over the office attire.
Port General Charges:
Following the issuance of LPJ’s circular to impose the PGC in May, JPSFA, AMH, JOFFA, SAM , FMM and JCDA urgently met with LPJ on 22/4/2015 to protest against the short notice and JPB’s justification to charge given that the service/equipment in the Port has not improved much over the years. The Associations present feels strongly that this is yet another avenue for the Port to increase its revenue at the expense of the port users.  If at all, the PGC is imposed, the industry should be given sufficient notice.
LPJ agreed to defer the PGC and retract the notification. They will discuss with JPB further after hearing from the various parties present.
President’s Report:
CIQ GST Mtg: 
It was basically a briefing by Customs aimed at the forwarding agents handling the border crossings. They were briefed on new rulings applied in respect of GST.
LPJ/AMH/JCDA  : DGC Mtg:
This meeting was called by LPJ to hear the views of the various parties and their solutions to the issue on non-collection of containers from one particular depot which had not agreed to operate on a 24 hour basis in spite of increasing the DGC charge. Unfortunately, the depot in question continues to maintain its stance and at the same time resigned its membership from JCDA. AMH on the other hand also announced that they will stop collecting the DGC on behalf of the
customers. JPSFA then suggested that the DGC be abolished if there is no party willing to undertake 
this collection. JCDA then asked for more time to come back with their views and action plan to address this non-collection matter.
GST Putrajaya :

The President, Secretary, Treasurer and Sub Comiittee Chairman for Container went to Putrajaya on the 15th April to meet with Tuan Faizulnudin to confirm on the interpretation of non direct transport operators and charge codes.  We managed to obtain their confirmation, stamped and signed so as to make the document official. Unfortunately, we failed to convince Customs Putrajaya that international freight should be applied across the board and not be confined to direct transport operators. We shall register our protest by writing to the Ministry of Finance to review this as it impacts our members.
Vice President’s Report:

Karnival Sukan Komuniti :

JKDM Pasir Gudang is organizing a games carnival between Kastam, Johor Port, FJB , JPSFA and JOFFA. For this, we will be contributing RM2500 towards the cost of this event. 

The games competed will be bowling, badminton. Volleyball, ping-pong, netball and futsal. Members who are interested to participate shall bear the participation fee themselves. However, T-shirts for the participants will be sponsored by JPSFA. Budgeted at <RM4000.00
Secretary’s Report:
Following the meeting in Putrajaya, we managed to secure the endorsements on our understanding of the GST application from Kastam GST. With this, we hope it can create a level playing field and standardize the varying practice of the industry.

Meanwhile, JPSFA will continue to pursue with LPJ and MOF to disagree on the application of the SR GST for certain conditions.
Treasurer’s Report:

So far we have 6 new members. There are 18 members who have yet to pay and final reminders will be sent for settlement by June 2015.
